Introduction

Goals

The aims of the City Fellowship programme are:

e to enable young American minority financiers to get experience and knowledge of global
capital markets with Goldman Sachs;

* to offer outstanding young minority financiers the opportunity to join Goldman Sachs;
e to strengthen Anglo-American financial relations.

Eligibility

City Fellows sparkle. They combine intellectual excellence, personal and professional discipline and
integrity, grace abd maturity. They have a passion for finance, clear goals and the ability to articulate them
with clarity, enthusiasm and vigor. The City Fellowships are open to individuals with a first degree
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(preferably but not necessarily in business studies or economics) and a minimum of two year’s practical
experience with a bank or other financial institution in the United States. Fellows should ideally have two to
three years experience. Fellows must have demonstrated exceptional personal and intellectual qualities and
professional achievement. They must be capable of integrating effectively into a financial services team,
building new working relationships, and learning how to bring in new business. They must also be committed
to a career in financial services matched by a commitment to put their professional experience to effective
use on behalf of their community. Finally, Fellows must show promise of providing leadership and possess a
commitment to advance international understanding.

Fellows for the City Fellowships programme must be US citizens and members of ethnic and racial
minorities who have been traditionally under-represented in the financial services industry, who have
demonstrated a commitment to developing their community, and who may have come from impoverished
areas.

City Fellowships are not awarded to support basic research or to enable the recipient to study for a higher
degree.

Tenure

The fellowship is initially a one year performance-based contract. Prospects for permanent employment with
Goldman Sachs are excellent for Fellows who are outstanding performers.

Each Fellow will be expected to join Goldman Sachs by 23 July. A comprehensive orientation programme
will be provided in cooperation with Goldman Sachs, New York before departure. Each Fellow will be
expected to take up the award at a date convenient to the corporate sponsor. A comprehensive orientation
programme will be provided in cooperation with the British Consulate-General, New York, before departure.
While in Britain, Fellows will be required to contribute their knowledge and experience to assist the Sponsors
for Educational Opportunity (SEO) London mentoring programme for young British minorities.

Fellows may not perform services for an employer from whom they are on paid or unpaid leave of absence.
Selection

All applications for City Fellowships are reviewed by the City Fellowship Executive Committee. The selection
process is demanding. It encompasses a completed application form, an academic transcript, an essay,
strong letters of recommendation and an hour-long interview.

Guided by the eligibility requirements, we evaluate each application on the following criteria: quality of
educational background; length, quality and relevance of work experience in the financial services industry;
record of community service; quality of the essay; quality of the references; quality of leadership potential;
capacity to function internationally and be an effective ambassador for the City Fellowship programme.

Fellows short-listed for interview, which will take place in Philadelphia, should be prepared to attend at short
notice and will also be required to submit a sample of their work and a third letter of recommendation from a
financial services professional familiar with their work. Finalists should be aware that there will be a
comprehensive background check before the interview.

Once the Committee has interviewed all the finalists, the nominations for fellowships are forwarded in
confidence to the corporate sponsors for final approval. Before giving their final approval, corporate
sponsors will interview each nominee. Fellows should be aware that final acceptance by our corporate
sponsors is contingent upon a second background check.

They should have
between two and three years experience in the financial services industry.

For an ambitious and creative individual, prospects are excellent. Successful fellows are eligible to
participate in the bonus pool.

Business Unit Overview

There a number of teams supporting the Structured Credit business, the Equity Volatility & Hybrid business, and
the Securitised Derivatives business in EMEA. Rather than give a generic description for all teams we give the

details for the Equity Volatility / Hybrids business below.

The Structured Equity Derivative and Volatility Business in Europe involves the delivery of equity hybrid bespoke
solutions to a Global client base including the trading and structuring of multi-asset notes, OTC derivatives, listed

derivatives and cash. The business face off is across the board from marketing, sales, structuring and trading.

Based on the trading floor the Equity & Hybrid Derivative Middle office plays an integral part of this business, whilst
providing the control and efficiencies to processes that allow it to safely operate and scale. The team is currently
10 people in London responsible for trade support functions (hedging activity, risk management, control

reconciliations) life cycle and matching events, and marketing/sales support.

The team is managed within operations as part of other structured product middle office groups. Daily interactions

will be with the trading desks, the marketing/sales/structuring desks, other federation groups and external clients.

Responsibilities

The team undertake a number of different functions and are organised accordingly. Principally;

* Review of trade bookings back to termsheets/recaps/structuring notes/counterparty pre-confirms

e Making amendments to deals and reporting pnl issues to the trading desk

< Monitoring and resolving open items on the suite of business critical control and position reconciliations

e Constant interaction with the trading and sales desks on live issues and resolutions.

e Work closely with all federation areas to resolve both client and internal issues whilst also expanding
understanding of the business

e Monitor and process all life-cycle events including pay-off verification and corporate actions

e Involvement with technology and the business to work on new infrastructure and change management
